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Internet Victimization & Cyber Safety

KCSARC believes that education is the key to preventing and eventually eliminating
sexual assault. Our education services provide tools that allow people to identify
and confront the social and individual conditions that support and perpetuate
sexual violence. While the Internet puts a wealth of information at our fingertips, it
also gives sexual predators a way into our homes and lives. Adolescents are often
the most vulnerable to Internet victimization, which can be described as sexual
solicitation, aggressive sexual solicitation, unwanted exposure to sexual material,
and harassment. Here are some statistics from a study of Internet -related sex
crimes reported to law enforcement:
1 70% of girls and 30% of boys reported receiving a sexual solicitation
online; only 25% told a parent
1 79% of the unwanted solicitations happened when the youth was using
the computer at home
1 37% of the solicitations took place in chat rooms: 40% were through
instant messaging
1 44% of crimes were committed by family members and 56% were
committed by people known to the victim offline, including neighbors,
friendsd parents, |l eaders of youth

cases involving strangers are extremely rare

To help reduce and prevent Internet victimization and

sexual abuse of children, KCSARC has been teaching
classes on Internet Victimization and Cyber Safety for
parents and professionals for four years now. In 2008,

Seattle Breakfast Parental involvement and open communication are key
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protective factors for all forms of child sexual abuse including Internet victimization.
As adults, we need to make sure that the adolescents in our lives understand the
risks and dangers involved with using the internet. You do not need to become an
expert, but having some basic information about the technology in your own home
is a good place to start. Here are a few things you can do and a couple of
messages to reinforce:

1 Ask your teen where they like to spend their time when they are online.
Moni tor your teends access to all

/ac. like chat rooms, instant messaging, social networking sites, online
gaming, and email.

1 Be aware of devices in your home that connect to the Internet. Your
computer is not the only gateway to the Internet 1 cell phones and
console games (PlayStationand Xbox) connect to the Internet as well.

71 Be smart about what you post on the Internet and what you say to
others. The Internet is a lot more public and permanent of a place than
many teens think.

1 Adults who talk to you about sex online or meet underage teens for sex
are committing a crime. Some teens think it might be fun or harmless,
but it means serious trouble for everyone and it is bestto report it to
law enforcement.
