Key Services and Outcomes: 
 2,703 Total Primary Clients served in 2008 
 Legal Advocacy for over 1,300 children, teens and adults 
 84% of clients indicated that legal advocacy increased their  
 knowledge of the criminal justice system and kept them informed  
 of the status of the case 
 Therapy with 240 children, teens and adults 
 83% of clients showed improvement 
 Prevention Education and Training reached over 5,000 people through  
     information and awareness, building skills, and social change programming

Sexual Assault Statistics: 

1 in 3 girls and 1 in 5 

boys will be sexually  
assaulted by the time 

they are 16 years old. 

Almost 1/3 of all rape 

survivors develop Post 
Traumatic Stress  

Disorder sometime  
during their lives. 
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More then 1/3 of women 

in Washington State have 
been sexually assaulted in 

their lifetime. 

29% of rape victims are 

under 11 years old. 

Only 1 in 10 child  

victims of sexual assault 
reports the abuse. 

Only 3% of child sexual abuse  

is violent.  97% cases are  
ongoing cycles of exploitation  

that last for one or more years. 

The median age for  

reported sexual abuse is  
9 years old.

KCSARCs Adolescent Male Outreach Project 

(AMOP) helps male youth learn, incorporate, and 
share behaviors and skills that prevent and reduce 

interpersonal violence, and help other males take 
responsibility for their sexual health. 

70% of girls and  

30% of boys reported  
receiving a sexual  

solicitation online;   
only 25% told a parent. 

79% of unwanted online  

sexual solicitations happened 
when the youth was using the 

computer at home. 

44% of online crimes are committed by family 

members and 56% of online crimes are  
committed by people the victim knows offline.
